There are some moments in life that 
really do change its direction.  For 
me, it happened at Guest House in 
September of 1979.  After a very long 
struggle with alcohol, a battle that 
always ends in defeat, I was walking 
along the grounds of the Lake Orion 
house, having been in treatment for 
some three weeks.

Suddenly, it came to me that the staff 
was not simply talking about stopping 
drinking but recovery was really about 
a new way of life!  Looking back now 
at that moment, having just marked 30 
years of continuous sobriety, that was 
really the beginning of change for me.

I was born in Detroit, June 3, 1943.  
My dad worked for a local dairy, mom 
was at home with me and my three 
sisters.  From the outside, ours was a 
pretty normal family and I have good 
memories of those days.  But I also 
know that something was not quite 
“right” within me.  It was a revelation 
in my early years of A.A. when I heard 
speakers relate their “feelings” of 
growing up—feelings of fear, isolation, 
not being able to really connect, and 
being alone.  

The disease of alcoholism certainly 
has deep roots.  I was a good 
student, of course, always want-
ing to “please” and be noticed and 
accepted.  This was to plague me 
into adulthood and certainly con-
tributed to my use of alcohol.

The Church became the place for 
me to live—a safe harbour and 
as I see now—a place to hide.  I 
entered the Basilian Fathers in 
August of 1962 and took my under-
graduate degree at the University 
of Windsor.  I found both the aca-
demic and community life reward-
ing and was one who certainly 
believed that “if you kept the rule, 
the rule would keep you”!  We were 
not allowed to drink so I was not 
aware of what was to come.Rev. William Riegel, CSB

After graduation, I was sent to Roch-
ester, New York to teach in our high 
school.  It was there that we were 
allowed to join with the priests for 
social hour.  I must say that I abused 
alcohol from the beginning and a 
small voice told me that I would be 
much better off if I did not drink.  As 
with many other warnings,  I chose to 
ignore it.  Drinking allowed me to still 
those negative feelings and fears—at 
least for a short time.

Change began to happen with the 
Vatican Council and living became 
somewhat confrontational and tense 
with camps voicing more open and 
liberal views and others who resisted 
such movement.  I like to say that 
during these years, I finally arrived at 
adolescence and rebellion!  Looking

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back now, it only increased my inner 
fears and turmoil.  

The drinking continued.  I was told 
that it would be better if I left the 
community and to prepare to do so
as I would not be called to final vows.  
I was terrified at this prospect.  This 
decision was reversed and I moved to 
another school for an additional year 
of teaching. 

Theology in Toronto followed and it 
was an exciting time.  I had some 
wonderful teachers and that part of 
my life opened me to new ideas of 
church and religious life.  I can’t say 
that was true of other areas of my life.  
The drinking only continued and other 
signs of alcoholism surfaced such as 
drinking alone, increasing tolerance, 
loss of control.  It was then that I be-
gan to seek out psychiatric help.  

I believed that if I could find some 
answers about myself, then the drink-
ing behaviour would change.  After 
several years of seeing a wonderful 
doctor in Toronto, he finally said to 
me that he could not help me until I 
sought treatment for my drinking.  I 
was not ready.

I also believed that once I was 
ordained then things would change.  
Not really knowing much about my-
self, the uniform would tell both you 
and me who I was.  As with “geo-
graphical changes”, uniforms don’t 
work!  Alcoholics are always seeking 
something from outside to solve prob-
lems within. 

I was ordained in June, 1973 and 
discovered that those feelings I had 
lived with so many years remained. 
This was the same for me as I pur-
sued graduate studies at the Univer-
sity of Notre Dame.  Again, wonderful 
professors and a theological training 
that prepared me for my ministry once 
sober.  But the drinking continued and 
finally the crisis occurred that was to 
be my great blessing.  

I was stationed at Holy Rosary 
Parish in Toronto.  The drinking had 
escalated and would have been 
daily except for the fact that I had 
terrible hangovers.  I understand 
the insanity of this disease.  Any 
sane person would never persist in 
such self-destructive behaviour. I 
simply “woke up” one morning to-
ward the last days of August, 1979.  
I was still in bed with my clothes on 
and no recollection of where I had 
been the night before or how I got 
home.  

At that moment (of grace) I knew it 
was over.  I had no more excuses 
left.  I had a problem and I did not 
have the answer!  I finally took that 
first step by phoning Fr. Jim Daley 
from our General Council.  He 
did not hesitate to reach out and 
extend a hand of compassion and 
acceptance.  He immediately made 
arrangements for me to enter Guest 
House on September 2, 1979.

There were some difficult days in 
treatment but I can honestly say 
that they were few compared to 
the insights and support of the staff 
and fellow priests.  I still remem-
ber many of those sessions and 
the medical director, Dr. Smith’s 
statement about the alcoholic liver 
“hanging out down to the ground”!  
But I must say that I did leave in 
December with some fear at what I 
would face “out there”.  

I was told that real recovery was in 
the groups of A.A. and I was given 
what I now refer to as the “recipe” 
for staying sober: Get a meeting 
list, go to as many meetings as 
possible, join a group, go to the first 
business meeting and volunteer, 
get a sponsor, pray in the morning 
and at night (on your knees).  They 
said if I did this, I would recover, if I 
did not then I would drink again and 
eventually die of this disease—no 
middle course! I have  followed 
this recipe and 30 years later I can 
testify that it works.

I have been privileged to be pastor 
in several parishes and am now 
on the staff of Assumption Univer-
sity of Windsor, federated Ro-
man Catholic University with the 
University of Windsor.  I teach in 
our graduate theology programme 
as well as in the Chemical De-
pendency Counselling course at a 
neighbouring community college.  

I also serve on the Board of 
Governors and Senate of the 
University of Windsor.  I feel 
very blessed to be associated 
with Westover Treatment Centre 
outside of Windsor where I 
volunteer my services.  I am also 
involved with several parishes for 
weekend ministry—a wonderful 
experience.  

A number of years ago I became 
involved with weekend recovery 
retreats in Canada and the U.S.  
No matter where one goes, it is 
always among friends—truly in 
A.A. is that gospel vision of unity 
and love achieved.  Of course it is 
not perfect, but it sure does come 
close.  And I have followed that 
admonition of former Guest House 
counselor, JoAnn Holladay:  “Bill, 
stick with the winners, ‘cause you 
can’t afford the losers”.

When learning of my 30 years of 
sobriety, people will say that it is 
such a great accomplishment.  But 
I always respond that I suppose it 
is but what is still truly amazing to 
me is that I woke up TODAY sober 
and that if I follow the recipe, I 
will enjoy just one more day of 
freedom.  It is always just about 
today.  

A new chapter opens for me 
soon.  I decided that it was time 
for me to leave the University 
and to step back and take time to 
reflect on my journey so far and, 
prepare for the next years.  I have 
been granted a sabbatical by the 
Basilians for which I am most 
grateful.  
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Our “Second Mission” – Education and Prevention

GUEST HOUSE INSTITUTE

Guest House is best known for its 
compassionate treatment program which over 
the past 54 years has returned more than 7,400 
Catholic priests and men and women religious 
to health and productive ministry.  That work 
forms the core of our mission.

But, increasingly, our work involves education 
and prevention—provided to Church hierarchy, 
to actively ministering clergy and religious, and 
to lay people and lay, Catholic organizations.

All of this work is directed, planned and 
conducted by the Guest House Institute, our 
education and research arm.

The goal of our education and prevention 
programs is to foster within Church leadership, 
clergy and religious and lay persons an 
understanding of various addictions, as well as 
treatment and recovery options available to the 
afflicted.  

It is our hope that such understanding would 
take place BEFORE a priest, brother, deacon 
or sister was in need of major rehabilitative
services!

To accomplish this, Guest House annually 
offers at least 50 educational seminars on a 
wide variety of topics to Bishops and Superiors, 
religious orders, diocesan clergy health panels, 
parishes, lay persons and other interested 
groups or organizations.

We also offer an annual Leadership Conference 
that provides vital education and training to hun-
dreds of religious leaders and clergy from dioceses 
and communities throughout the United States.    

In July of this year, the Guest House Institute will 
hold the 9th Annual Leadership Conference in 
Minneapolis, Minnesota.  This Conference is held 
in conjunction with the National Catholic Council 
on Alcoholism (NCCA), which became a service 
of Guest House in 2009.   As many as 150 church 
leaders attend this joint effort.

Guest House also provides life-changing training 
workshops for seminarians.  The purpose of these 
vital three-day workshops is to offer seminarians 
critical information regarding alcoholism and other 
chemical dependencies—so that they can use this 
knowledge when they are ministering at the par-
ish level.  Topics include identifying the signs and 
symptoms of addiction, approaches to intervention, 
treatment, sobriety and recovery and the spiritual 
aspects of these.

A major goal of these workshops is also to 
prevent seminarians from needing addiction treat-
ment and rehabilitative services themselves in the 
future.

Finally, Guest House also continues a unique 
education and prevention program, called “Walk-
ing with the Wounded” that offers similar training 
workshops to leadership from women’s religious 
communities.  The program is offered at our Lake 
Orion, Michigan campus.

1974 graduate enters Eternal Life

He was affectionately known by 
the sisters in treatment as “Dr. 
Doug.”  He was regarded as a kind 
man with a gentle wit and a com-
prehensive understanding of ad-
dictions.  Dr. Douglas MacDonald, 
Medical Director of Guest House 
for Women Religious, died March 
2, 2010 after a short illness.  

Dr. Doug had been employed at 
Guest House for sixteen years.  He 
will be greatly missed by all of us 
at Guest House, but even more so 
by the many sisters whose lives he 
touched so favorably during those 
years.

As a child, Father Ed Courtney 
of Butte, Montana used to love to 
stay up late and listen to his grand-
mother's radio during the "Catholic 
Hour."   It was in these broadcasts 
that he found his lifelong motto:  
"Listen for the presence of God."

The final presence of God entered 
Father's life in January, when he 
passed away at the age of 80.  
Father Ed was cared for at Guest 
House Lake Orion in 1974.  

Ordained in May, 1955, he spent 
the majority of his priestly career 
throughout Montana in numerous 
parishes and in campus ministry 
at Montana State University and at 
the University of Montana.  Along 
the way, he became a counselor 
and therapist, sharing his recovery 
experience with others.  

He also had a deep passion for 
the Liturgy and was a history 

buff, collecting and sharing 
early artifacts of the Church.  A 
gourmet cook, Father Ed also 
loved to share fine meals with 
friends.
